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“Copyright Guidelines” Teacher Notes High School

Overview:   Students work on small teams to investigate copyright guidelines that are most likely to affect educators and students. Teams divide the Copyright and Fair Use Guidelines for Teachers chart among themselves so that each can study and become “expert” on some sections.  The charts are put away, and team members then complete the quiz together. The teacher distributes the answers and leads the ensuing class discussion.
