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“Public Service Presentation” Teacher Notes High School

Overview:   In this culminating activity, students will design a public service presentation on some aspect of digital citizenship for a specific audience of their choice.  The project will contain a visual and oral presentation component.  Students will be given a variety of formats to choose from in order to create their presentation and will also be given the option to work independently or with partners. Projects may differ greatly in scope and student time commitment so may need to be assigned much different values. To accommodate individual teacher grading schemes and time available, teachers will need to assign their own values to student products and may modify components as needed.
