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“Cyberbullying:  You Can’t Take It Back”  Teacher Notes Middle School

Overview:  Students watch “Your Photo Fate” and answer discussion questions.   (Optional video “You Can’t Take it Back” the true story of a boy who rated girls from school on a web site, thinking it was a private joke between him and his friends.)   Students discuss questions in peer groups, and then write a paragraph to a friend.
