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“Gumshoeing the Web” Notes High School

Overview:  Students explore the issue of computer privacy and learn how investigators obtain evidence about criminal activity by hacking into individuals’ computers.  Jigsaw Activity:  Students select from a variety of documents to gain background knowledge prior to the class role-play. By role-playing various interest groups, students probe differing opinions surrounding this issue. 
Extension Activity:  Students apply this information to a hypothetical case involving their school community and write a letter to the school board advocating from a particular viewpoint.
