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“Profile Penalty Teacher” Notes High School

Overview:  Students listen to the “Employer Podcast” and discuss how the actions they take online may have offline consequences. Students select one of the following articles to read and discuss with partners: MySpace in College Admission or The Profile Police. Students then write an editorial for the school paper reflecting their position on one of the following topics: Should social networking sites be more strictly regulated? What role should high schools take in monitoring such networks?
