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“Tracking Teresa” Teacher Notes High School

Overview:  Students watch “Tracking Teresa”, based on a true story of a girl who did not realize the possible consequences of giving out her personal information on the Internet. Students discuss what happened to Teresa and learn how they can avoid similar situations by maintaining their privacy on the Internet.  With partners, students discuss situation cards and record reflections on the organizer, and then report recommendations to the whole group.

· Differentiate between healthy and unhealthy use of technology through internet, email, websites, instant message, and telephone/cell phone as it relates to harassment and intimidating behaviors.  

· Demonstrate appropriate responses to harassment and other violent behaviors.

· Assess ways to deter bullying sexual harassment.
