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“Everyone Knows Your Name” Teacher Notes High School

Overview:  Students watch “Everyone Knows Your Name”, the story of a girl who did not realize the possibility that strangers would view her blog and pictures. Students read one of two articles: a mother finds herself in a similar situation re pictures that she had posted of her children, or a high school athlete whose picture appeared in a local paper discovers that her photo is being posted on many sites. Students reflect on these issues regarding online privacy. Guided by the discussion questions, students will identify the problems and possible solutions for these cases, either orally or in writing.
Extension Activity:  
Students role-play by presenting the side of an online web developer or that of a consumer. The class may then vote on the most appropriate solutions.
