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“Stop Cyberbullying Now” Teacher Notes High School

Overview: Students read one of two articles and complete a double-entry journal to express their feelings and opinions about the material. Students will begin with a page divided into two columns. In the column on the left, students will restate facts or summarize information from the reading. In the column on the right, students will reflect and record insights or questions they may have. Students will refer to their journal to discuss and reflect in small groups. The teacher may use the discussion questions as a guide.
