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“Bulletin Board” Teacher Notes High School

Overview:  Students watch “Bulletin Board”, the story of a girl who did not realize the possibility that so many people would view her online photo.  Discussion questions will guide the students to identify the problem and possible solution for the girl in the video - either orally or in writing.
Extension Activity:  
Students role-play by presenting the side of an online web developer or that of a consumer. The class may then vote on the most appropriate solutions.
