The Grouchy Ladybug

A webquest for 3rd graders




Introduction:

This webquest is about learning the idea of respect.  The grouchy ladybug disrespects everybody she meets.  In the end, the ladybug learns how to respect others and how to use good manners.
Goals/Objectives:

In this quest, you will lean the meaning of respect! 
Tasks:

For this webquest, you will read The Grouchy Ladybug by Eric Carle.  After you have finished reading you will want to think about and discover the following items:

1. Plot what the grouchy ladybug does during the day.
2. Research - What is the meaning of respect?
3. Discuss for each event if the ladybug was being respectful or disrespectful. What could she have done differently?
4. Draw the ladybug. What does she look like in your eyes?

5. Research - Find three interesting facts about ladybugs.
6. Make your own ladybug!
Process:


You can follow these steps to complete the tasks for your quest:

1. Have students listen to the The Grouchy Ladybug. 
2. Make a chart and write what the grouchy ladybug did during the day.

Example: Start with 5:00 in the morning and finish with 6:00 in the evening.
	5:00 A.M.
	The friendly ladybug and the grouchy ladybug met on the leaf to eat aphids. 
The grouchy ladybug didn't want to share, so she flew away.

	6:00 
	The grouchy ladybug tried to fight with the yellow jacket. 
Then she flew away.



3. Have students complete a word map for “respect.”

4. For each event, have the students identify if the ladybug was being respectful or disrespectful and what she could have done differently.

5. Draw what the main character.  What does the ‘grouchy ladybug’ look like in your eyes?

6. Find a total of 3 interesting facts about ladybugs.  Click on the ladybug to read more about them!!
