Grouping:  Individual
Directions:
Students write the topic at the top of the 4-Choice Processing Sheet.  Students decide which question they want to answer within box #1.  They will circle the question that they will answer, and then answer it appropriately within box #1.  This same process will occur for each box:  students choose which question they believe they can answer best based on their background knowledge.  The questions have been designed to fit with almost any topic!  Students love the choice!

· Bump It Up: Teacher has students defend and support their answers.
