 Sound Stations
(Teacher Page)
Teacher Note:  The Rubber Band station will need to be set up ahead of time.  Below is a list of each station with the materials and preparation that you will need to make. 

After setting up the stations divide the class into 5 groups and give each student a data chart.   Each group will start at one of the 5 stations and work together to read the directions and complete the activity.  After about 6 minutes, have students rotate to the next station.  Continue until each group has visited each station.     

Station 1 - Tuning Fork

Materials:  2 Tuning forks (one labeled “keep dry”), large bowl of water 

Station 2 - Beat the Drum

Materials:  Bongo Drum (consult music teacher or borrow toy drum from Kindergarten or Pre K)

Station 3 - Rubber Band Instrument

Materials:  Plastic container without a lid (like a baby wipe box) with two rubber bands of differing thicknesses going across the top of the container

Station 4 - Xylophone

Materials:  Xylophone and mallet (consult music teacher or borrow from Kindergarten or Pre K)
Station 5 - Bouncing Ball

Materials:  One or two rubber playground balls (consult PE teacher)
